Checkups are
important

as your

child develops.

It’s important to have well-child visits with your child’s
primary care provider (PCP) on time. These visits may
also be called checkups or Early and Periodic Screening,
Diagnostic and Treatment (EPSDT) visits. Children need
regular well-child visits as they age to make sure they are
healthy. They also need to get screened for lead, hearing,
and to make sure they are developing normally.

Lead level screening.

Lead is often found in plumbing or paint in older homes.
If a child inhales or swallows lead, this could cause lead
poisoning. Lead poisoning can cause slow growth or
developmental problems in children. Experts recommend
testing for lead levels at ages 1 and 2. The test is done using
a few drops of blood.

Hearing screening.

This screening shows if your child has hearing loss.
Hearing screenings are not painful. Hearing screenings
should take place no later than 1 month of age. If your baby
does not pass the screening, you need to schedule a full
hearing test by the time they are 3 months old.

Developmental and Autism screenings.

These are screenings and tests that make sure children

are developing properly. You will need to answer questions
about your child, or have your child take a brief test. These
screenings look at how your child is developing in the
following areas:

e Behavior. e Emotions.

e Thinking.

® Movement.
e Language.

Experts recommend a developmental screening at:

e 9 months. e 18 months. e 24 or 30 months.

Handwashing is one of the best ways to protect yourself and your family from getting sick. During the
COVID-19 pandemic, keeping hands clean is especially important to help prevent the virus from spreading.

Washing your hands is easy, and it’s one of the most effective ways to prevent the spread of germs. Clean
hands can stop germs from spreading from one person to another and throughout an entire community—
from your home and workplace to childcare facilities and hospitals.

Follow these five steps every time

1. Wet your hands with clean, running water (warm or cold), turn off the tap, and apply soap.

2. Lather your hands by rubbing them together with the soap. Lather the backs of your hands, between
your fingers, and under your nails.

3. Scrub your hands for at least 20 seconds. Need a timer? Hum the “Happy Birthday” song from
beginning to end twice.

4. Rinse your hands well under clean, running water.

5. Dry your hands using a clean towel or air dry them.
